Site Background

» Dry cleaner operations ran from late-1960s to 1996
» Used tetrachloroethene (a.k.a. perchloroethylene, or PCE)
» Tetrachloroethene is a chlorinated volatile organic compound (CVOC)

» In 1994, tetrachloroethene was detected during off-site investigation of
upgradient gas station. This triggered the site investigation.

» Remedial investigation confirmed the presence of elevated levels of CVOCs in
soil and groundwater beneath the western portion of the former Alexander
Cleaners site building

Building demolished in 2019 and on-site delineation completed in 2020.

» Off-site delineation activities recently conducted
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Recent Activities

» February 22, 2022- Soil sampling immediately south of Alexander Cleaners site on
Bank of America property

» March 24, 2022 - Soil gas sampling along each side of Broadway
» March 31 & April 3, 2022 - Groundwater monitoring well sampling

» The Department has received the preliminary data for all of these sampling events,
which need to be validated. Once validation occurs, maps of the data will be
provided.

the design work. Councilman Pizzella stated that this location sits directly across from a bunch of restaurants
businesses, really in the center of our downtown. He had previously asked for screening to cover this eyes
butthis has yet to be done. While we appreciate the work that has and is being done, can this still be done?
DEP responded th#lhey did offer screening but that he was told that we wanted the green pvc fencing instes
which was installed. Mayor Ruocconcurred with Councilmember Pizzella that currently there is just plain see
through fencing. Thenayorspoke with the Police Captain and this would not impair the vision of the drivers.
The DEP stated that they would put in the green slats throudbrtbieg. Mayor Ruocco stated that would be
appreciated but he also asked that the property be maintained .ag el will make sure that someone goes
out and takes care of all of this.

Fred Rubel from th&nvironmental Commission concurred with the statements of the mayor and Councilma
Pizzella that there is not any pvc fencing around the area, but it would be best to fence off the whole are for saf
He would just like this project expedited a quickpassible.

Mr. Zimmerman presented his monthly report and asked if anyone had any questions. Councilmen Pizzella as
where we are with the tree replacement plan and the meeting with Suez & PSEG regarding this. The only 1
replacement that Mr. Zimmerman was awarea$ down at the substation and it is his understanding that this is
completed. Councilmember Pizzella stated that there were three areas that the replacement of trees was sup
to take place. One being the area around the substation, which was Ris&t@luded buffering around the
area as well as the streetscape, which has not been completed yet. One of the other areas is along Hillsdale Av
and trees were supposed to be replaced. The previous Engineer was supposed to meet with PSE& G and
up with a replacement plarCouncilmember Lundy added that she and the Borough Administrator met with a
member of the Environmental Commission regarding this and she will bring Councilman Pizzella upato date
the Borough Administrator is working on $hi The third area is for Suez who was going to replace trees that were
removed by the dam.

Mayor Ruocco asked if the application for the grant to take care of Beecatoeltrails was submitted and

Mr. Zimmerman replied that it wad'he mayoralso ®ughtclarification on the CDBG grants response.

Mr. Zimmerman that a grant of $7500 was awarded to us to be used at Stonybroédr R@A Compliant
bathroom facilities but duéo budgetconsiderationsthis may not be utilized.He will follow up with the
Recreation Director on this. Councilmember Lundy stated that she will bring this up with the Pool Commissic
at their meeting tomorrow night. Borougldministrator Troast stated that they did have some ideas, but they
were having difficulty finding ideas that made sense.

Councilman Horvath wanted to remind Mr. Zimmerman that when he first came on board with the Borough the
were some things promised BSE&G in reference to curbing and sidewalks and repaving Piermont Avenue
through our previous Engineer. He wants to make sure that this does not get lost. Mr. Zimmerman will follo
up.

Councilmember DeRosa asked if Mr. Zimmerman can sum up for thentssateto what has been going on in
our town with the roads and repaving and where the utilities are at with this project. Mr. Zimmerman stated tl
this is not part of our road program. In regards to what has been done by the utilities, like PSE&@idhiby

hire their own contractors to repave after they are done with their project. Due to different constraints, this co
take longer than usual. Roads that have trenches will eventually get paved, but the timing of this is buatertain
eventualy all these roads will get paved. He will do his part to find out where the utility stands with the roads.

(This ordinance is taking place of Ordinance®2that was introduced on 3/8/2022)
An Ordinance of the Borough of Hillsdale to Permit Temporary Pop-Up Drive-In Theaters by License

WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Hillsdale desires to issue a license to permit temponapydpioe
in movie theaters within the-R Residential District; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council believes this is a familgented use that complements the character and scale of the
Borough; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Hillsdale in the County of Bergen
and the State of New Jersay follows:

Section 1.  Purpose.
The purpose of this chapter is to establish a procedure and authorize rules and regulations thereunder for the licensil

outdoor cafes in the Commercial Zone of the Borough of Hillsdale.

Section2. AiDef i nitions. 0
For the purpose of thishapter, the following words shall have the meanings respectively ascribed in this section.
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POP-UP DRIVE-IN THEATER

A seasonal, temporary outdoor venue consisting of apeamanent outdoor movie screen, projection or
broadcasting booth, and largatomobile parking area. The use may include a concession stand and may also
referred to dinmply as a ADrive

Section 3.  License required
It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, partnership, ceafion, association or organization of any kind (hereinafter

collectively referred to as "person”) to create, establish, operate, maintain or otherwise operatthaiponéheir property
or any property in the Borough of Hillsdale without a Hillsdatedigh license.

Section 4.  License requirements.
No license shall be issued hereunder unless the liceaseemonstrateompliance with all ofhe following:

TheDrive-In shall be located on a parcel cantag a minimum of three acres.

The Drive-In shall be located on a parcel with frontage on two County Roads both located within the
Borough of Hillsdale.

The seasonal, temporabyive-In may only operate between April 15 and October 31.

Gates shall open no earlier than 7:30pm and movies shall start no later than 8:30pm. Movies shall ¢
by 10:30pm and all vehicles shall leave the parking lot by 11:00pm.

A maximum of 100 cars may be permitted within the parking area.

All ticket sales shihoccur prior to an event. No esite purchasing of tickets shall be permitted to avoid
vehicles queuing on public roads.

There shall be no loudspeaker audio system permitted to be used in connection with the use. All au
that is utilized shall be bgadio transmission to the car radios of the vehicles utilizing the facility.
Sufficient restroom facilities shall be provided, which shall be subject to the review and approval of th
Hillsdale Board of Health.

Vehicles shall not be permitted to idle dgritihe event.

The Hillsdale Police Department shall be consulted regarding the location of the movie screen, vehic
parking, and traffic flow and routing. No license application for a-omrivein theater shall be
approved without the input of the Hitlale Police Department.

In the event that the Chief of Police or his designee deems it desirable and in the interest of public saft
a popup drivein theater owner/operator shall pay for any necessary police officers to assure traffi
ingress and egss is safe.

The outdoor movie screen shall be dismantled and removed durismpeaoasiting months.

Due to the temporary nature of the license, the license cannot be grandfathered, and the license ma
denied or revoked at any time.

Section 5. License application.
Application for the license required teeinder shall be made to the Construction Code Official and shall be signed by the

applicant. The application shall contain the following information:

A. The name, residence address and telephone number of each individual, owner, partner or, if a dome
cormoration, the names, residence addresses and telephone numbers of the directors and officers ow
a 10% or greater interest in the corporation and chief operating executive of the corporation and, i
nondomestic corporation, the name, residence addnestelephone number of the managing officer for
service of process within the State of New Jersey and a copy of the qualification of said nondomes
corporation to conduct business in the State of New Jersey.

B. A copy of the trade, corporate, busines8atitious name upon which the applicant intends to do business
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pursuant to this chapter.

C. The address and description of each place where the occupant intends to establisina Drive

D. The name and address of the person owning the premises, if otherelzplicant, and the consent of
the owner of the premises to the application.

E. Three sets of a proposed layout plan demonstrating the iestiaitbe satisfactory tohe Construction
Code Official as well as the Police Chief or his designee.

Section 6.  Review of application.
The Construction Code Official will review the application for completeness and compliance with the terms of this chapt

If the application is complete, the Construction €@ificial will act upon the same within 10 business days of the submittal

of the application or within 10 business days after the application becomes complete. If the application is not complete,
Construction Code Official will so notify the applicamithin the 10 business days of the submissions and specifically detail
the areas in which the application lacks compliance with the requirements of this chapter.

Section 7.  License issuance.
If the applicaibn complies with this chapter, the Construction Code Official shall issue a license strictly subject to the tern
and conditions of this chaptfar a single season as set forth in Section 4(3) and Section 12, unless earlier revoked.

Section 8.  Licensenon-transferrable.
The license is personal to the applicant, and any change or transfer of ownership of the property shall terminate the lic

and shall require new application and a new license in conformance with all of the requirements of this chapter

Section 9.  Consent to inspections.
Acceptance to the license by the applicant shall operate as a consent to the health, fire, police and building dficials of

Borough to inspect the Drivim for continued compliance with the terms and conditions of this chapteany federal,
state, county or local law, ordinance or regulation affecting the same.

Section 10. Revocation or suspension of license.
Any license issued hereunder is issued solely as a revocable license, which shall be subject to revocation or suspensi

the Borough for failure of any licensees to comply with this chapter or for violation of any other applicable federal, stat
county or municipal law, regulation or ordinance. Any license issued hereunder is issued upon the express understan
that the licenses obtain no property right thereunder, nor any interest in the continuation of said license. Upon the fil
violation, the eating establishment shall receive a written warning. Upon the second violation, the license shall be revo
for the remainder ahe license year.

Section 11. Suspension or termination of license.

It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a Dilinafter the suspension or termination of the applicable
license.

Section 12. Days of operation.

Drive-Ins shall be permitted to operate from April 153mtober 31 in the year specified on the license. The license, when
issued, shall be valid for one (1) season

Section 13. Hours of operation.
Gates shall open no earlier than 7:30pm and movies shall start no later than 8:30pm. Movies shall end by 10:30pm an

vehicles shall leave the parking lot by 11:00pm

Section 14. Violations and penalties
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Any person, firm or corporation who shall violate any of the provisions of this chapter shall be punishable as provided i
Chapter226, Penalties

If any section, paragraph, sabction, clause or provision of the ordinance shall be declared invalid by a court o
competent jurisdiction, such decision shall render the entire ordinance invalid.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough heyetaidopted that are inconsistent with any of the
terms and provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as provided by Law.
