Mayor Sheinfield opened the public comment portion of the meeting. Seeing no one wishing to speak, he
closed this portion of the meeting.

PROFESSIONAL MONTHLY REPORTS:
Hillsdale Police Department Chief Travis Woods

In April 2025, the community policing team engaged in several initiatives aingdéeagthening community

ties. Fifthgrade students from George White Middle School enjoyed a successful field trip to Medieval
Times. During Telecommunicators Week, HPD recognized its dispatchers for their service. In a commendal
act of community supparPBA 207 replaced a stolen bicycle for a local juvenile.

Preparations are underway for several upcoming events. These include the National Night Out scheduled fi
August 5th, which will be promoted through various channels, as well as a Youth Leadership Academy at
Pascack Valley High School in June. Additionally5K run organized by Sergeant Sers and the Community
Policing unit is set to take place at Demarest Farms on June 8th.

In terms of policing activity, the department responded to 640 calkefuice, conducted 84 property checks,
and made 76 motor vehicle stops. Officers responded to 22 motor vehicle accidents and addressed 14 par}
enforcement issues. There were also eight special and selective enforcement details carried out during the
morth.

The Detective Bureau opened 46 cases in April and successfully closed 29 of them. Meanwhile, the Firearn
Unit processed eight firearms permit applications.
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Councilwoman Mazz&hiong stated that a resident raised concerns about groups of boys on bikes creati
disturbances and traffic hazards. The issue has generated significant attention on social media, with hund
of comments. Police Chief Woods respondédt the Hillsdale Police Department has been actively
coordinating with police departments in Westwood and Washington Township, as the problem spans multi
towns. Together, they're putting out consistent messaging on social media to educate yoethegal th
expectations for riding bikes.

Locally, the Hillsdale PD made a visible presence at a recent carnival, where Sergeant Sayers directly addre
the juveniles involved and issued a clear warning. Since then, there have been no further reported incide
suggesting the message may haarhed both the youth and their parents. The department emphasized a zer
tolerance policy moving forward and encourages residents to report future incidents directly to the poli
dispatch line, rather than through informal channels or personal contacts.

Regarding ébikes, the state recently released new guidance, which Hillsdale PD is reviewing. This include
regulations on bike size, speed limits, where different types of bikes can legally operate, and what may req
registration, insurance, or helmefghile the laws have been vague, the new pamphlet is expected to help clarif
enforcement moving forward.

Finally, residents experiencing dangerous behavior from cy&listeether on éikes or traditional bikes are
encouraged to call teon-emergency dispatch line at 2664-42000r 911 in urgent situation¥he department
stressed the importance of réiahe reporting to allow officers to respond effectively.

Hillsdale Department of Public Works Interim Superintendent Barry Peterson

The Interim Superintendent of Public Works provided an operational update beginning with the start of
seasonal plantings, which are scheduled to begin this week in parks and around municipal buildings, pendi
weather conditions.

At Beechwood Softball Field, shade covers have been successfully installed. Centennial Soccer Field recer
its fifth and final cut of the season, and DPW will continue to maintain the grass until a formal maintenance
agreement is reached with a landscapg2PW is also assisting contractors with ongoing work at the new
complex area. At Memorial Field, test pits and borings were groomed to make the field ready for evening us
by youth and coaches. Facil ity ugofdaettodalingidebasl u d e
During that work, several steel cables were found to be broken, indicating the need for structural repairs.
Additionally, the storage shed behind the building has been temporarily relocated to the patio area.

In terms of tree maintenance, seven downed trees have been removed, one is currently on a waiting list, ar
another is scheduled for safety pruning.

For Park Mobile, all parking spaces have been painted and signage installed. On the nature trail, barricade:
need of replacement have been resecured, and new signage has been posted.

The department also assisted the fire department with logistics for the carnival, including barricades, lightin:
trash management, and cleaning. Memorial Day preparations are underway with the installation of banners
and flags on downtown streetlights.eTBPW also assisted the Garden Club over the past weekend by
providing tables for their plant sale.
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Street sweeping is scheduled to begin on Monday, May 18th. Barry expressed pride in the DPW staff, notin
their adaptability and continued effort in handling a dynamic workload. He encouraged the public to show
appreciation during Public Works Week througgstures like waves, honks, or thanlo u 6 s .

During the question period, it was confirmed t hée
Memorial Day events. Doug Frank also provided the DPW with a list of the usual equipment support items,
such as podiums, bleachers, and chairs.

Council President Osso wanted to confirm that there are sprinklers at the fields as sometimes the baseball
fields are very dry due to the lack of rain. He suggested that the sprinklers are set up so that they could hit
clay area to keep the clay madist playing.

He also thanked the DPW for how the downtown area is being kept.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Councilmari RobertColletti Jr.

The next Environmental Commission meeting is scheduled for Monday, May 19. The Pascack Valley
Regional Board of Education will also hold its next meeting on the same day, Monday, May 19.

In the fire department report, it was noted that there were 26 calls in the month of April, bringing tice year
date total to 106. This reflects an increase from 83 calls during the same period in the previous year. No
specific pattern or reason has begsntified for this rise in call volume. Efforts are being made with Chief
Farrell, Deputy Chief Kelly, and CFO David Young to review unspent capital ordinance funds from the
previous year 1 n conjunction wi t hests. fhe gohlistoegetuthap a I
meaningful portion of these unspent funds to the town, making them available for new uses through the
adoption of a new ordinance by the mayor and council. A key aspect of this review includes the proposal tc
defer the purchee of a cascade system, as its functionality is currently supplemented through mutual aid
agreements with neighboring towns. Instead, the department is prioritizing investment in@Gergeihed
Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) equipment. At present, thex@aly enough SCBA masks to equip each
member, and several of the existing masks are aging and in need of replacement. The new plan involves
purchasing updated masks, additional backup masks, and creating a reserve inventory of critical SCBA par
particlarly regulators. These regulators, which are attached to the air packs, are vulnerable to damage due
exposure and require frequent replacement. This approach will ensure that the department maintains a
sufficient supply of essential safety equipmestablishes a backup inventory to support operational
continuity, and returns unused capital funds for reallocation. It also reflects a more strategic and fiscally
responsible approach to capital fund management. Chief Farrell and Deputy Chief Kellpeammtomended

for their commitment to safety, financial accountability, and {targ planning.

Councilmani Justin Fox

The DPW Committee held a meeting earlier this week to review recent developments. The primary topic of
discussion was a recent motor vehicle accident involving a garbage truck that collided with a building. The
building was temporarily condemned followitite incident; however, it has since been deemed safe for
reentry. The committee is currently discussing potential future renovations to address any lasting impacts
from the crash.

§ 220-3. Unlawful Acts

At no time shall any person in or upon any park, playground or open space:
a. Operate any motedriven vehicle anywhere other than on a roadway designated as being open to sucl
traffic.

b. Park or leave standing a motdriven vehicle other than of a place designated for parking purposes.
C. Operate a motedriven vehicle at a speed in excess of 10 miles per hour.
d. Possess or consume any alcoholic beverage.

e. Use any abusive, indecent, foul or profane language.
f. Litter.

g. Intentionally cut, mark, deface, write or draw upon, disfigure, injure, tamper with, displace or remove
any portion of any building, bridge, table, bench, fireplace, railing, utility line, sign, notice, placard, gate,
cable, monument, stake, sidewalk, paeat, or like appurtenances.

h. Intentionally cut, transplant, remove, or damage any trees, shrubbery, lawn, or any other their
supportive equipment such as wires, guys, supports and like appurtenances.

i Smoke any tobacco products.

j. Permit a leashed or unleashed dog(s) on any municipal sports or recreation field including but not limitec
to:

a. Centennial Field;
b. Memorial Field;
c.Beechwood Sports Playing Field.

k.Perform or engage in any other conduct prohibited by law.

In the event that any word, phrase, clause, section or provision of this Ordinance is found by any Court
competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable, illegal or unconstitutional, such word, phrase, clause or provisi
shall be severable from the balaméghis Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall remain in full
force and effect.

All Ordinances of parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed as to such inconsistencies ¢

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as provided by Law.

An Ordinance by the Mayor and Council amending the borough of Hillsdale Code of Ordinances to
Repeal Chapter 154 Sections 1 to 20; To Adopt a New Chapter 154 Sections 1 to 88; to Adopt Flood
Hazard Maps; To Designate a Floodplain Administrator; and Providng for Severability and an
Effective Date

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State New Jerseyas, in N.J.S.A. 40:48 et seq and N.J.S.A. 40:55D et
seq., conferred upon local governments the authority to adopt regulations designed to promote the publi
health, safety, and general welfardtsfcitizenry; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Emergency Management Agency has identified special flood hazard areas within t
boundaries oT he Borough of Hillsdaleand such areas may be subject to periodic inundation which may result
in loss of life and property, health and safety hazards, disruption of commerce and governmental servic
extraordinary public expenditures for flood protection and relief, and impairofiehe tax base, all of which
adversely affect the public health, safety and general welfare, and

WHEREAS, theBorough of Hillsdale was accepted for participation in the National Flood Insurance Program
on December 15, 198hnd theMayor and Council desires to continue to meet the requirements of Title 44
Code of Federal Regulatior8ections 59, 60, 65 and 70 necessary for such participation; and

WHEREAS, theBorough of Hillsdaleis required, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:23 et seq., to administer and enforce
the State building codes, and such building codes contain certain provisions that apply to the design a
construction of buildings and structures in flood hazard areas; and

WHEREAS, theBorough of Hillsdale is required, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:89to enforce zoning codes that
secure safety from floods and contain certain provisions that apply to the development of lands; and

WHEREAS, theBorough of Hillsdale is required, pursuant to N.J.S.A.58:26/&, within 12 months after the
delineation of any flood hazard area, to adopt rules and regulations concerning the development and use of
in the flood fringe area which at least conform to the standards praeilggathe New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection (NJDEP).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by theMayor and Council of
Borough of Hillsdale that the following floodplain management regulations are hereby adopted.

SECTION 1. RECITALS.

SECTION 2. These regulations specifically repeal and replace the following ordinance(s) and regulation(s

154-2  Scope.Theseregulations, in combinatiowith the flood provisions of the Uniform Construction
Code and FHACA shall apply to gdroposedievelopment in flood hazard areas established in Artidé Il
theseregulations.

154-3  Purposesand objectives Thepurposes and objectives of thesgulations ee to promotehepublic
health, safety and general welfare anchinimizepublic and private losses due to flood conditions in specific
flood hazardareasthrough the establishment of comprehensive regulatmnaanagementf flood hazard
areasgesignedo:

(1) Protect human life and health.
(2) Prevent unnecessary disruption of commerce, access, and public darincgimesof flooding.
(3) Managethealterationof naturaffloodplains,streanchannelsandshorelines;

(4)Manage filling, grading, dredging and other developmenhich may increase flood damage or
erosiorpotential.

(5) Prevent or regulate the construction of flood barngneh will divert floodwateror increase flood
hazards.

(6) Contributeto improvedconstructiortechnigues thefloodplain.

(7) Minimize damage to public and private facilities aniities.

(8)Helpmaintain a stable tax base by providing for the sound usdea@iopmenbf flood hazardareas.
(9) Minimize the needfor rescue and relief efforts associateth flooding.

(10) Ensure thapropertyowners, occupants, and potential owremesaware of property located in
flood hazardreas.

(12) Minimize the need for future expenditure of public funds for flood control projects and response to and
recovery from flood events.

(12) Meet the requirements of the National Flood Insurance Program for community participation set forth
Title 44 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 59.22.

154-4  Coordination with Building Codes. Pursuant to the requirement established in N.J.A.C. 5:23, the
Uniform Construction Code, that tlB®rough of Hillsdale administer and enforce the State building codes,
the Mayor and Council of Borough of Hillsdale does hereby acknowledge that the Uniform Construction
Code contains certain provisions that apply to the design and construction of buildings and structures in
flood hazard areas. Therefore, these regulations are intended to be administered and ecfoipettion

with the Uniform Construction Code.

154-5 Ordinary Building Maintenance and Minor Work. Improvements defined as ordinary building
maintenance and minor work projects by the Uniform Construction Code includirgfmaetural
replacementin-kind of windows, doors, cabinets, plumbing fixtures, decks, walls, partitions, new flooring
materials, oofing, etc. shall be evaluated by the Floodplain Administrator through the floodplain
development permit to ensure compliance with the Substantial Damage and Substantial Improvement
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Section 15426 of this ordinance.

154-6  Warning. Thedegreeof flood protectionrequiredby theseegulationds consideredeasonabléor
regulatory purposeandis basedn scientificandengineeringonsiderationd.argerfloodscan andwill occur.
Flood heightsmaybeincreasedby manmadeor naturalcauses. Enforcemeot theseregulations doesotimply
thatlandoutsidethe specialflood hazardareaspr that usepermittedwithin suchflood hazardareaswill be free
fromfloodingor flooddamage.

154-7  Other laws.The provisionsof thesaegulationshallnot be deemedo nullify any
provisionsof local, State or Federalaw.

154-8  Violations and Penalties for NoncomplianceNo structure or land shall hereafter be
constructed, rdocated to, extended, converted, or altered without full compliance with the terms of
this ordinance and other applicable regulations. Violation of the provisions of this ordinance by
failure to compy with any of its requirements (including violations of conditions and safeguards
established in connection with conditions) shall constitute a violation under N.J.S.A540M1/
person who violates this ordinance or fails to comply with any of itsnements shall be subject to
one (1) or more of the following: a fine of not more than $1250, imprisonment for a term not
exceeding ninety(90) days or a period of community service not exceeding 90 days.

Each day in which a violation of an ordinance exists shall be considered to be a separate and distinct violat
subject to the imposition of a separate penalty for each day of the violation as the Court may determine exc
that the owner will be affordeitie opportunity to cure or abate the condition during a 30 day period and shall
be afforded the opportunity for a hearing before the court for an independent determination concerning the
violation. Subsequent to the expiration of the 30 day periodeayfeater than $1250 may be imposed if the
court has not determined otherwise, or if upon reinspection of the property, it is determined that the abatem
has not been substantially completed.

Any person who is convicted of violating an ordinance within one year of the date of a previatisn of

the same ordinance and who was fined for the previous violation, shall be sentenced by a court to an
additional fine as a repeat offender. The additional fine imposed by the court upon a person for a repeated
offense shall not be less tham timinimum or exceed the maximum fine fixed for a violation of the ordinance,
but shall be calculated separately from the fine imposed for the violation of the ordinance.

154-8.1 Solid Waste Disposal in a Flood Hazard AreaAny person who has unlawfully disposed of solid
waste in a floodway or floodplain who fails to comply with this ordinance or fails to comply with any of its
requirements shall upon conviction thereof be fined not more than $2500 or up to a maximuyrbyemalt
fine not exceeding $10,000 under N.J.S.A. 46549

154-9  Abrogation and greater restrictions. These regulations supersede any ordinance in effect in flood
hazardareasHowever these regulationarenot intended toepealor abrogate any existimgydinances

including landdevelopmentegulations, subdivision regulations, zoning ordinances, stormwater
management regulations, or building codeshe event of a conflict between these regulations and any
other ordinance, code, or regulation, the more restrictive ggnadirn.

ARTICLE Il - APPLICABILITY

154-10 General. Theseregulations, in conjunctiowith the Uniform Construction Code, providgnimum
requirements for development located in flood hazard areas, including the subdivision of land and other
developments; site improvements and installation of utilities; placeaneimeplacement of manufactured
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homes; placement of recreational vehicles; new construatidalterations, repair, reconstruction,

rehabilitation or additions of existing buildings and structures; substantial improvement of existing buildings
and structures, including repair of substantial damage; installation of tanks; temporary structures and
tenmporary or permanent storage; utility and miscellan€aumipU buildings and structures; and certain
building work exempfrom permitunderthe Uniform Construction Codandotherbuildingsand
developmenactivities.

154-11 Establishmentof Flood Hazard Areas.The Borough of Hillsdale wasacceptedor participation
in the NationaFlood Insurance Program dbecember 15, 1981.

The National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) floodplain management regulations encourage that all Fedel
State, and Local regulations that are more stringent than the minimum NFIP standards take precedence in
permitting decisions. The FHACA requires thia effective Flood Insurance Rate Map, most recent
preliminary FEMA mapping and flood studies, and Department delineations be compared to determine the
most restrictive mapping. The FHACA also regulates unstudied flood hazard areas in watershedsgmeasuri
50 acres or greater in size and most riparian zones in New Jersey. Because of these higher standards, the
regulated flood hazard area in New Jersey may be more expansive and more restrictive than the FEMA
Special Flood Hazard Area. Maps and studiesdbtblish flood hazard areas are on file aBi@ugh

Hall, 380 Hillsdale Ave, Hillsdale NJ, 07642 in the Building Department.

The following sources identify flood hazard areas in this jurisdiction and must be considered when
determining the Best Available Flood Hazard Data Area:

154-12 Establishing the Local Design Flood Elevation (LDFE).

The Local Design Flood Elevation (LDFE) is established in the flood hazard areas determined in Section 1!
11, above, using the best available flood hazard data sources, and the Flood Hazard Area Control Act minin
Statewide elevation requirements for kst floors in A, Coastal A, and V zones, ASCE 24 requirements for
critical facilities as specified by the building code, plus additional freeboard as specified by this ordinance.

At a minimum, the Local Design Flood Elevation shall be as follows:

1) For a delineated watercourse, the elevation associated with the Best Available Flood Hazard Data A
determined in Section 18H1, above plus one foot or as described by N.J.A.C. 7:13 of freeboard; or

2) For any undelineated watercourse (where mapping or studies describedlih (§4and (2) above
are not available) that has a contributory drainage area of 50 acres or more, the applicants must provide or
the following to determine the Local Desigroétl Elevation:

a.A copy of an unexpired NJDEP Flood Hazard Area Verification plus one foot of freeboard and any addition
freeboard as required by ASCE 24; or

b. A determination of the Flood Hazard Area Design Flood Elevation using Method 5 or Method 6 (a
described in N.J.A.C. 7:13) plus one foot of freeboard and any additional freeboard as required by ASCE
Any determination using these methods must be seal@dubmitted according to Section {¥zland 15436.

3) AO Zonesi For Zone AO areas on the municipality
guidance from FEMA), the Local Design Flood Elevation is determined from the FIRM panel as the highe
adjacent grade plus the depth number specified plus oneffseeboard. If no depth number is specified, the
Local Design Flood Elevation is three (3) feet above the highest adjacent grade.
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4) Class IV Critical Facilities For any proposed development of new and substantially improved Flood
Design Class IV Critical Facilities, the Local Design Flood Elevation must be the higher of the 0.2% annu
chancg(500 year) flood elevation or the Flood Hazard Area Design Flood Elevation with an additional 2 fee
of freeboard in accordance with ASCE 24.

5) Class Il Critical Facilities For proposed development of new and substantially improved Flood
Design Class Il Critical Facilities in coastal high hazard areas, the Local Design Flood Elevation must be t
higher of the 0.2% annual chance (500 yeaQdlelevation or the Flood Hazard Area Design Flood Elevation
with an additional 1 foot of freeboard in accordance with ASCE 24.

ARTICLE Il - DUTIES AND POWERS OF THE FLOODPLAIN ADMINISTRATOR

(2) Require development in flood hazard areas to be reasonabfysafilooding andto be designed and
constructedvith methods, practices and materials tinatimizeflood damage.

(3) Interpret flood hazardireaboundaries and provide available flood elevation and flood hazard
information.

(4) Determinewhetheradditionalflood hazarddatashallbe obtainedor developed.

(5) Reviewrequiredcertifications and documentation specified by these regulaaioaihe building code
to determine that such certifications and documentatiossomplete.

(6) Establish, in coordinationwith the Construction Official, written procedurfes administering and
documenting determinations of substantial improvenastd substantial damage made pursuant to
Section 15426 of these regulations.

(7)  Coordinatewith the Construction Official andthersto identify and investigate damaged buildings
located in flood hazardreasand inform owners of the requirement to obtain permitsefoairs.

(8) Review requestssubmitted to the Construction Official seeking approval to modtlify strict
application of the flood load and flood resistant construction requiremetitsidriiform Construction code

154-17 Use of changed technical data.The Floodplain Administrator and the applicant shadit use
changedlood hazarcareaboundaries or base flood elevations for proposed buildings or developments unless
the Floodplain Administrator or applicant has applied for a Conditional Letter of Map Revision (CLOMR) to
the Flood Insurance Rat&ap (FIRM) revision and has received the approval of the Federal Emergency
Managemenfgency. A revision of the effective FIRM does not remove the related feature(s) on a flood
hazard area delineation that has been promulgated by the NJDEP. A separate application must be made tc
State pursuant to N.J.A.C. 7:13 for revision of a flbedard design flood elevation, flood hazard area limit,
floodway limit, and/or other related feature.

Base Flood Elevations may increase or decrease
resulting from natural changes (e.g. erosion, accretion, channel migration, subsidence, upliftfr@daan
physical changes (e.g. dredging, filling, excavation) affecting flooding conditions. As soorttasapla,

but not later than six months after the date of a-made change or when information about a natural change
becomes available, the Floodplain Administrator shall notify the Federal Insurance Adnonistriie
changes by submitting technical or scientific data in accordance with Title 44 Code of Federal Regulations
Section 65.3.

Floodplain Development provisions of this ordinance. The width of the riparian zone can range between E
and 300 feet and is determined by the attributes of the waterbody aguatied in the New Jersey Surface
Water Quality Standards N.J.A.C. 7:98.he portion of the riparian zone located outside of a regulated water
is measured landward from the top of bank. Applicants can request a verification of the riparian zone limit
or a permit applicability determination to determine State permit requirements under N.J.A.C. 7:13 from the
NJDEP Division of Land Resource Protection.

154-26 Substantial improvement and substantial damage determinations.When buildings and

(1) Estimate the market value, ocequirethe applicant to obtain a professional apprapaparedby a
qualified independent appraiser, of the market value of the buildingtructure before the start of
construction of the proposed work; in the caseepfair, themarket value of the building or structure shall
be the market value before the damageurredandbeforeanyrepairsaremade.

(2) Determine and include the costs of all ordinary maintenance and minor work, as discussed in Section 15
5, performed in the floodplain regulated by this ordinance in addition to the costs of those improvement
regulated by the Construction Official in stdorstial damage and substantial improvement calculations.

(3) Compare the cost fgerformthe improvement, the cost to repair the damaged building to Haonaged
condition, or the combined costs of improvements and repdneseapplicable to the marketvalue of the
building or structure.

(4) Determine and document whether the propaserk constitutes substantial improvement
repairof substantialamage.

(5) Notify the applicant in writingvhenit is determined that theork constitutes substantial improvement or
repair of substantial damage and that compliamitie the flood resistant construction requirements of the
building code is required and notitye applicantwhen it is determined thatvork doesnot constitute
substantial improvemeiwt repair of substantialamage.The Floodplain Administrator shall also provide all
letters documenting substantial damage and compliance with flood resistant construction requirements of tl
building code to the NJDEP Bureau of Flood Engineering.

154-27 Department records.In addition to the requirements of the building code and these regulations, and
regardless of any limitation on the period required for retention of public records, the Floodplain
Administrator shall maintain and permanently keep and make availablelioe mspection all records that

are necessary for the administration of these regulations and the flood provisions of the Uniform Constructio
Code, including Flood Insurance Studies, Flood Insurance Rate Maps; documents from FEMAetichor

revise FIRMs; NJDEP delineations, records of issuance of permits and denial of permits; records of ordinar
maintenance and minor work, determinations of whether proposed work constitutes substantial improvemel
or repair of substantial damagesquired certifications and documentation specified by the Uniform
Construction Code and these regulations includingudls Elevation Certificates; notifications to adjacent
communities, FEMA, and the State related to alterations of watercourses; asshedrtbe flood carrying
capacity of altered waterways will be maintained; documentation related to variances, including justification
for issuance or denial; and records of enforcement actions taken pursuant to these regulations and the flo
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resistant provisions of the Uniform Construction Code. The Floodplain Administrator shall also record the
required elevation, determination method, and base flood elevation source used to determine the Local Desi
Flood Elevation in the floodplain dev@iment permit.

154-28 Liability. The Floodplain Administrator and any employee charggti the enforcement of these
regulationswhile acting for the jurisdiction ilgood faith and without malice ithe discharge of the duties
required by these regulations or other pertinent lavordinance,shall notthereby be rendered liable
personally and iberebyrelieved from personal liability foany damage accruing feersonsor property as a
result of any act or bseasorof an acbr omission in the discharge of official duties. Any suit inséitbagainst
an officer or employee because of an act performed by that officer or employedawftiiedischarge of
dutiesandunderthe provisions of these regulations shall be defended by legal representttajamddiction
until the final termination of the proceeding$ie Floodplain Administrator andny subordinate shall not be
liable for cost in any action, suit or proceeding that is instituteduirsuanceof the provisionsof these
regulations.

ARTICLE IV -PERMITS

Theissuance of a permitnderthese regulations or the Uniform Construction
Code shall not be construed to be a peforit or approval of, any violation of this appendik any other
ordinance of the jurisdictiorThe issuance of a permit based on submitted documents and information shall
not prevent the Floodplain Administrator from requiring the correctioh errors. The Floodplain
Administrator is authorized to prevent occupancy or use of a strumtwite which is in violation of these
regulationor otherordinance®f thisjurisdiction.

154-32 Expiration. A permit shall become invalidrhen the proposeddevelopmenis not commenced
within 180 days after its issuance,whenthe work authorized is suspended abandonedor a period of
180 days after thevork commences. Extensions shall beguestedin writing and justifiable cause
demonstratedThe Floodplain Administrator is authorized gwant,in writing, oneor more extensionsof
time, for periodsnotmorethan180dayseach.
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154-33 Suspensionor revocation. The Floodplain Administrator is authorized to suspemdevoke a
permit issuedunderthese regulations wherever the permit is issuedriar or onthe basis of incorrect,
inaccurate or incomplete information, or in violation of any ordinano®deof thisjurisdiction.

ARTICLE V - SITE PLANS AND CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS

154-34 Information for development in flood hazard areasThesite plan or construction documents for
any development subject to the requirements of these regulations shall be dsealsatodshallinclude,as
applicableto theproposedievelopment:

(9) Floodproofing certifications, V Zone and Breakaway Wall Certifications, Operations and Maintenanc
Plans, Warning and Evacuation Plans and other documentation required pursuant to FEMA publications.

The Floodplain Administrator is authorized to waive the submission of site plans, construction documents, a
other data that are required by these regulations but that are not required to be prepared by a registered d
professional when it is found dhthe nature of the proposed development is such that the review of sucl
submissions is not necessary to ascertain compliance.

154-35 Information in flood hazard areaswithout base flood elevations (approximat&oneA). Where
flood hazardareas aréelineated on the effective or prelimin&yRM and base flood elevation data have not
beenprovided, the applicant shall conswith the Floodplain Administrator to determine whettger

(1) Use the Approximation Method (Method 5) described in N.J.A.C. 7:13 in conjunction with Appendix 1 of
the FHACA to determine the required flood elevation.

(2) Obtain, review, andeasonablytilize data availablérom a Federal, State or oth&wurcevhenthose data
aredeemed acceptable to the Floodpladministrator to reasonably reflect floodiognditions.

(3) Determine the base flood elevation in accordanite accepted hydrologiand hydraulic engineering
technigues according to Method 6 as described in N.J.A.C. 7:13. Such analyses shall be performed and sez
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by alicensedprofessional engineer.

Studies, analyses, asdmputationshall be submitted in sufficient detail to allow review apgrovalby the
Floodplain Administrator prior to floodplain development permit issuahiteaccuracy of data submitted for
such determination shall be the responsibilitytheff applicant. Where the datreto be used tsupporta
Letter of Map Change (LOMC)rom FEMA, the applicant shall be responsible for satisfying the submittal
requirements and pdkie processindees.

154-36 Analysesand certifications by a Licensed Professional EngineeiAs applicable to the location

and natureof the proposedievelopment activity, and in addition to the requirements of this section, the
applicant shall have the following analyses signed and sealed by a licensed professional engineer f
submissiorwith the site plan and constructidoacuments:

(1) For development activities proposed to be located regulatoryfloodway, a floodway encroachment
analysis that demonstratdstthe encroachment of the proposed developm@hhot cause any increase in
base flood elevations; where the appligamposedo undertake development activities that do increase base
flood elevationsthe applicant shall submit such analysisREMA as specified in Section 1% of these
regulations and shall submit the Conditional Lettdviap Revision, if issued biFEMA, with the site plan and
constructiordocuments.

(2) For development activities proposed to be located in a riverine flood haraedvhere base flood
elevationsareincluded in thé=IS or FIRM but floodways have ndteendesignated, hydrologic and hydraulic
analyses that demonstrate that the cumulative effect girtpmoseddevelopmentywhencombinedwith all

other existingandanticipated flood hazamreaencroachments will not increase the base flood elevation more
than 0.2 feet at any point within the jurisdiction.

(9) The expected heights, velocity, duratioafe of rise and debris argedimentransport of the floodwater
and the effects ovaveaction, where applicable, expected at site.

(10) Thecosts of providing governmental services during and after flood conditions including maintenance
and repair of public utilities and facilities such as sewer, gas, eleanidahtersystemsstreetsandbridges.

ACCESSORY STRUCTURE Accessory structures are alseferred to as appurtenant structures. An
accessory structure is a structure which is on the same parcel of property as a principal structure and the u
which is incidental to the use of the principal structure. For example, a residential structhesvenaydetached
garage or storage shed for garden tools as accessory structures. Other examples of accessory structures i
gazebos, picnic pavilions, boathouses, small pole barns, storage sheds, and similar buildings.

AGRICULTURAL STRUCTURE- A structure used solely for agricultural purposes in which the use is
exclusively in connection with the production, harvesting, storage, drying, or raising of agricultura
commodities, including the raising of livestock. Commusitmust require that new construction or substantial
improvements of agricultural structures be elevated or floodproofed to or above the Base Flood Elevation (BF
as any other nonresidential building. Under some circumstances it may be appropriaftotdpetof certain
types of agricultural structures when located in wide, expansive floodplains through issuance of a variance. T
should only be done for structures used for temporary storage of equipment or crops or temporary shelter
livestock andbnly in circumstances where it can be demonstrated that agricultural structures can be desigr
in such a manner that results in minimal damage to the structure and its contents and will create no additic
threats to public safety. New constructionsoibstantial improvement of livestock confinement buildings,
poultry houses, dairy operations, similar livestock operations and any structure that represents more the
minimal investment must meet the elevation oritivpdproofing requirements of 44 CHR.3(c)(3).

DRY FLOODPROOFINGI A combination of measures that results in a-residential structure, including
the attendant utilities and equipment as described in the latest version of ASCE 24, being watertight with
elements substantially impermeable and wttlactural components having the capacity to resist flood loads.

ELEVATED BUILDING i A building that has no basement and that has its lowest elevated floor raised aboyv
ground level by foundation walls, shear walls, posts, piers, pilings, or columns. Solid perimeter foundatio
walls are not an acceptable means ofaieg buildings in V and VE Zones.

ELEVATION CERTIFICATET An administrative tool of the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) that
can be used to provide elevation information, to determine the proper insurance premium rate, and to sup
an application for a Letter of Map Amendment (@) or Letter of Map Revision based on fill (LOMR).

ENCROACHMENTT The placement of fill, excavation, buildings, permanent structures or other
development into a flood hazard area which may impede or alter the flow capacity of riverine flood haza
areas.

FEMA PUBLICATIONS T Any publication authored or referenced by FEMA related to building science,
building safety, or floodplain management related to the National Flood Insurance Program. Publications st
include but are not limited to technical bulletjrdesk references, and American Society of Civil Engineers
Standards documents including ASCE 24.

FLOOD INSURANCE RATE MAP (FIRM) The official map on which the Federal Emergency Management
Agency has delineated both the areas of special flood hazards and the risk premium zones applicable tc
community.

FLOOD INSURANCE STUDY (FIS)i The official report in which the Federal Emergency Management
Agency has provided flood profiles, as well as the Flood Insurance Rate Map(s) and the water surface eleva
of the base flood.

FLOODPLAIN OR FLOOD PRONE AREA Any land area susceptible to being inundated by water from any
source. See "Flood or flooding."

FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT REGULATIONST Zoning ordinances, subdivision regulations, building
codes, health regulations, special purpose ordinances (such as a floodplain ordinance, grading ordinance,
erosion control ordinance) and other applications ofcpoiower. The term describes such State or local
regulations, in any combination thereof, which provide standards for the purpose of flood damage prevent
and reduction.

FLOODPROOFINGI Any combination of structural and nonstructural additions, changes, or adjustments t
structures which reduce or eliminate flood damage to real estate or improved real property, water and sani
facilities, structures, and their contents.

FLOODPROOFING CERTIFICATE Certification by a licensed design professional that the design and
methods of construction for floodproofing a A@sidential structure are in accordance with accepted standards
of practice to a proposed height above the stuac e 6s | owest adjacent gr ade
Design Flood Elevation. A completed floodproofing certificate is required at permit application.

FLOODWAY i Thechannel of a river or other watercourse and the adjacent land areas that must be resen
in order to discharge the base flood without cumulatively increasing the water surface elevation more than
foot.

FREEBOARDT A factor of safety usually expressed in feet above a flood level for purposes of floodplair
management . AnFreeboardo tends to compensate for

heights greater than the height calculated t®lacted size flood and floodway conditions, such as wave action,
bridge openings, and the hydrological effect of urbanization of the watershed.

FUNCTIONALLY DEPENDENT USE A use that cannot perform its intended purpose unless it is located or
carried out in close proximity to water, including only docking facilities, port facilities necessary for the loading
or unloading of cargo or passengergj ahipbuilding and ship repair facilities. The term does not include long
term storage or related manufacturing facilities.
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HABITABLE BUILDING i Pursuant to the FHACA Rules (N.J.A.C. 7:13), means a building that is intended
for regular human occupation and/or residence. Examples of a habitable building includefasimgleome,
duplex, multiresidence building, or criticdduilding; a commercial building such as a retail store, restaurant,
office building, or gymnasium; an accessory structure that is regularly occupied, such as a garage, barn
workshop;mobile and manufactured homes, and trailers intended for humannesiagehich are set on a
foundation and/or connected to utilities, such as in a mobile home park (not including campers and recreatic
vehicles); and any other building that is regularly occupied, such as a house of worship, community center
meeting lall, or animal shelter that includes regular human access and occupation. Examplestuwdlzitabte
building include a bus stop shelter, utility building, storage shedstetige unit, construction trailer, or an
individual shelter for animals such asloghouse or outdoor kennel.

HARDSHIPT As related to Article VII of this ordinance, meaning the exceptional hardship that would resul
from a failure to grant the requested variance. Hlamning Boardrequires that the variance be exceptional,
unusual, and peculiar to the property involved. Mere economic or financial hardship alone is not exceptior
Inconvenience, aesthetic considerations, physical handicaps, personal preferences, or the dishppeiwval
neighbors likewise cannot, as a rule, qualify as an exceptional hardslhof these problems can be resolved
through other means without granting a variance, even if the alternative is more expensive, or requires
property owner to build elsewhere or put the parcel to a different use than originally intended.

HIGHEST ADJACENT GRADEI The highest natural elevation of the ground surface prior to construction
next to the proposed or existing walls of a structure.

HISTORIC STRUCTURE Any structure that is:

a.Listed individually in the National Register of Historic Places (a listing maintained by the Department o
Interior) or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as meeting the requirements for individu
listing on the National Register;

b. Certified or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as contributing to the historica
significance of a registered historic district or a district preliminarily determined by the Secretary to qualify &
a registered historic district;

c.Individually listed on a State inventory of historic places in States with historic preservation programs whic
have been approved by the Secretary of the Interior; or

d. Individually listed on a local inventory of historic places in communities with historic preservation
programs that have been certified either:

2. Directly by the Secretary of the Interior in States without approved programs.

LAWFULLY EXISTING i Per the FHACA, means an existing fill, structure and/or use, which meets all
Federal, State, and local laws, and which is not in violation of the FHACA because it was established:
a.Prior to January 31, 1980; or

b. On or after January 31, 1980, in accordance with the requirements of the FHACA as it existed at t
time the fill, structure and/or use was established.

FHACA.
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LETTER OF MAP AMENDMENT- A Letter of Map Amendment (LOMA) is an official amendment, by letter,

to an effective National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) map that is requested through the Letter of M
Change (LOMC) process. A LOMA establishes a property's location in relatitve ®pecial Flood Hazard
Area (SFHA). LOMAs are usually issued because a property has been inadvertently mapped as being in
floodplain but is actually on natural high ground above the base flood elevation. Because a LOMW officia
amends the effective NFIP map, it is a public record that the community must maintain. Any LOMA should &
noted on the community's master flood map and filed by panel number in an accessible location.

LETTER OF MAP CHANGE The Letter of Map Change (LOMC) process is a service provided by FEMA
for a fee that allows the public to request a change in flood zone designation in an Area of Special Flood Haz
on an Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM). Condaiobetters of Map Revision, Conditional Letters of Map
Revisioni Fill, Letters of Map Revision, Letters of Map Revisibiil, and Letters of Map Amendment are
requested through the Letter of Map Change (LOMC) process.

LETTER OF MAP REVISION- A Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) is FEMA's modification to an effective
Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM). Letter of Map Revisions are generally based on the implementation
physical measures that affect the hydrologic or hydraulic characteristics oflamfjamurce and thus result in

the modification of the existing regulatory floodway, the effective Base Flood Elevations (BFES), or the Speci
Flood Hazard Area (SFHA). The LOMR officially revises the Flood Insurance Rate M&M]Fand
sometimes the Flood Insurance Study (FIS) report, and when appropriate, includes a description of
modifications. The LOMR is generally accompanied by an annotated copy of the affected portions of the FIR
or FIS report. Because a LOMR offidialrevises the effective NFIP map, it is a public record that the
community must maintain. Any LOMR should be noted on the community's master flood map and filed
panel number in an accessible location.

LICENSED DESIGN PROFESSIONAL Licensed design professional shall refer to either a New Jersey

LICENSED PROFESSIONAL ENGINEER A licensed professional engineer shall refer to individuals
licensed by the New Jersey State Board of Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors.

As used in these regulations, the tesfars to the market value of buildings and structures, excluding
the land and other improvements on the parcel. Market value shall be determined by one of the followi

NEW CONSTRUCTION' Structures for which the start of construction commenced on or after the effective
date of the first floodplain regulation adopted by a community; includes any subsequent improvements to st
structures. New construction includes woetatmined to be a substantial improvement.

NON-RESIDENTIAL T Pursuant to ASCE 24, any building or structure or portion thereof that is not classifiec
as residential.

ORDINARY MAINTENANCE AND MINOR WORK 1 This term refers to types of work excluded from
construction permitting under N.J.A.C. 5:23 in the March 5, 2018 New Jersey Register. Some of these type
work must be considered in determinations of substantialomement and substantial damage in regulated
floodplains under 44 CFR 59.1. These types of work include but are not limited to replacements of roofin
siding, interior finishes, kitchen cabinets, plumbing fixtures and piping, HVYAC and air conditiomniipgneot,
exhaust fans, built in appliances, electrical wiring, etc. Improvements necessary to correct existing violatic
of State or local health, sanitation, or code enforcement officials which are the minimum necessary to ass
safe living conditionsrad improvements of historic structures as discussed in 44 CFR 59.1 shall not be include
in the determination of ordinary maintenance and minor work.

RECREATIONAL VEHICLE T A vehicle that is built on a single chassis, 400 square feet or less when
measured at the largest horizontal projection, designed to barepélled or permanently towable by a light
duty truck, and designed primarily not for useapermanent dwelling but as temporary living quarters for
recreational, camping, travel or seasonal use. A recreational vehicle is ready for highway use if it is on its whe
or jacking system, is attached to the site only by quick disconnect typiesiaind security devices and has no
permanently attached additions.

RESIDENTIAL T Pursuant to the ASCE 24:
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a.Buildings and structures and portions thereof where people live or that are used for sleeping purposes ¢
transient or nottransient basis;

For determining if new construction and substantial improvements within the Coastal Barrier Resources Syst
(CBRS) can obtain flood insurance, a different definition applies.

STRUCTURET A walled and roofed building, a manufactured home, or a gas or liquid storage tank that i
principally above ground.

SUBSTANTIAL DAMAGE 1 Damage of any origin sustained by a structure whereby the cost of restoring th
structure to its before damaged condition would equal or exceed 50 percent of the market value of the struc
before the damage occurred.

SUBSTANTIAL IMPROVEMENT T Any reconstruction, rehabilitation, addition, or other improvement of a
structure taking place, the cost of which equals or exceeds 50 percent of the market value of the structure be

WATERCOURSE. A river, creek, stream, channel, or other topographic feature in, on, through, or over whi
water flows at least periodically.
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WET FLOODPROOFING Floodproofing method that relies on the use of flood damage resistant material
and construction techniques in areas of a structure that are below the Local Design Flood Elevation
intentionally allowing them to flood. Theglication of wet floodproofing as a flood protection technique under
the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) is limited to enclosures below elevated residential-and nc
residential structures and to accessory and agricultural structures that havissbednariances by the
community.
