Mayor Sheinfield opened the Initial Public Comment portion of the meeting.

Craig Cardell Hillsdale

He isthe president of thElawks Football and Cheer Association, expressed strong support for the Memorial
Field project during a meeting. He emphasized that while the addition of lights would be a great benefit to tt
athletes and community, the primary focus is ensuring the progees forward. Cardell highlighted the
importance of Memorial Field for young athletes and thanked those involved for their commitment to
improving the space. The association fully backs the project and looks forward to its completion.

Lorraine Thalman Hillsdale

Lives about two blocks from Memorial Field, expressed concerns about the proposed plans for the area. Sr
argued that the proposed additions, such as pickleball courts, new basketball courts, soccer fields, football
fields, and a walking path, would be towch for the small space and disturb the nearby residents. She
pointed out that there are already facilities like Beechwood Park, which has a playground, baseball field, an
space for ADAcompliant expansion§healso noted that Behwood Park sees reguluse, including by

joggers and a track team. For picklebsiiesuggested using the high school tennis courts or existing courts at
Wooddale Park, which would avoid impacting the neighborhood.

Dave Williamsi Hillsdale
He isa volunteer football coach at the high school for 20 yearsngitais concerns about the proposed
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changes at Memorial Field. He expressed that he has seen more injuries from turf fields than from grass an
suggested that Memorial Field should remain a grass field. Williams also pointed out that the town is alread
spending a significant amount of moray other fields like Centennial and questioned why Stony Brook

Field, which was once used for soccer and lacrosse, is no longer in use. He proposed leveling Memorial Fie
and maintaining it as a grass field, keeping the ball fields as they are, whiehdwes would satisfy

residents and adequately serve the town.

Kristin Martini Hillsdale

Expressed appreciation for the efforts of the mayor and council in listening to the community and working
toward a resolution. She also thankied BAfor handling a potentially tragic accideygsterday on the

Parkway Martin raised two key points: First, she emphasized the importance of keeping the men's softball
teams in mind, as they rely heavily on the field, especially with the middle school field being unavailable for
several years. Second, she voiced concerostdbe potential dangers of turf filsl, mentioning her growing
unease after researching the topic. She worried about the risks of injuries atethongxicity, as well as the
possibility of having to replace the turf in 7 to 10 years while still paying it off. Martin concluded by thanking
everyone for their hard work and time.

Robin Carteii Hillsdale

Shared concerns about the proposed turf fields, particularly regarding environmental impacts. She expresse
worry about microplastics from the turf entering local waterways, especially given the increased rainfall and
changing climate. Carter acknowledgbdittthere is no definitive proof linking childhood illnesses to artificial
turf, but she noted the existing correlation and concerns. She emphasized her hesitation about introducing
more plastic into the environment, particularly when it could affectova’s waterways.

Rick Savine Hillsdale

He expressed appreciation for the work done so far on the park project and highlighted the importance of
compromi se. He emphasized that the engineersodo pl
omit elements as needed to create a finakgtdhat benefits the entire community. Savino stressed the need
for park surface upgrades and urged consideration of accessibility features and future expenses, such as
furnishing the community center. He emdscatherthang e d f
catering to specific groups.

Gary Graizzard Hillsdale

Voiced concerns about the high cost of the propo
his four kids played various sports there and noted the main issue was the unplayable condition of Centenr
which is already being addressed @mould help with field shortages. Gzarosuggested smaller
improvements instead, like regrading, fixing the kmhgsed grandstand, and upgrading the basketball courts.
He feels such changes would be enough to keep kids active without the nekddeseale project.

Marty Wardi Hillsdale

Expressed concerns about the financial burden of the proposed park project, especiallyaftentheity

recently spent $60 million on a new school, which is expected to cost even more due to rising tariffs. Ward
highlighted that all these expenses come from the same taxpayers, warning that the area is already among
most taxed in Bergen Countyle urged the council to reconsider the timing of the project, suggesting it

would make more sense after the financial impact of the school project is clearer. Additionally, Ward pointe
out the issue of soft shoulders along Hillsdale Avenue near thewdaeke cars park despite signs prohibiting

it, causing ruts and damage. He recommended paving or placing rocks to prevent further damage if the pro
proceeds.
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Audra Landau Hillsdale

Highlighted an alternative to artificial turf, advocating for a natural grass field developed by an expert in
Massachusetts. This method creates more durable, pedtexdigelds that dry quickly and require less
maintenanceShecompared the turf industry to big tobacco, suggesting that modest changes to turf products
dondot eliminate potential health hazards, such
Shequestioned whether young children should unknowingly become test subjettisse risksSheurged

parents to consider the potential dangers and offered to share supporting research, advocating for safer op
to protect childrenés health,.

Dewey Burlsori Hillsdale

He is theformer chairman of the planning board and parks and recreatieshared insights from a similar
project review six years ago. At the time, the focus was on Centennial as the main sports complex, with
Memorial Field seen as a park with fields, prioritizing Centennial for investment. While not opposed to turf,
Burlson bdieves baseball is best played on grass and supports spending money wisely. His primary concerr
the inclusion of |lights, ar gui n gdcoutdeeggatidely mpact b e | ¢
property values. Additionally, he noted the current design relies on having lights and suggested exploring
alternative layouts that would allow multiple sports to be played simultaneously without needing lights.

Seeing no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Sheinfield closed the Initial Public Comment Period of the
meeting.

PROFESSIONAL MONTHLY REPORTS:

Hillsdale Police DepartmeiitFebruary Lt Travis Woods
LieutenantWoodsfrom the police department provided an update covering January and February. The
community policing unit hosted several events, including a snow tubing outing, Girl Scout tours, a police col
toss at a kids' soccer game, participation in a polar beaggland the start of the D.A.R.E. program in

schools. Upcoming events include National Night Out, a Youth Leadership Academy in June, and a 5K at tt
farm.

On traffic enforcement, there were 181 motor vehicle stops, 46 accidents, 25 parking enforcement details,
13 selective enforcement details. The detective bureau investigated 69 cases, closing 41 and resulting in 1:
charges. The firearms unit handledi@&estigations related to firearm permits and carry conceal applications.

Department of Public Works Interim Superintendent Barry Peterson
The parks and fields remain closed as preseason baseball preparations continue. Recent projects include
installing shelving in Memorial Fieldhouse for recreation, awaiting ground thaw to place new signage at
BeechwoodPark, and preparing seasonal meters for field houses. The department received 25 tons of ball
field clay and 25 tons of warning track material, with 100 more tons of clay delivered to Centennial Field,
ready for upcoming work.

Maintenance efforts addressed heating issues at Borougwdatiplaced two streetlights and several
damaged signs, arfiled potholes. A fallen tree was removed near a school, saving the borough about
$7,000. The flashing crosswalk sign by the library is awaiting parts for full repair.

Additionally, Veterans Park was decorated for Ramadan for the firststorepwater basins are being

cleaned and repaired, two sewer covers were replaced, and three snow and ice events were managed. The
New Jersey Urban Community Forestry accomplishment report was filed, keeping the borough in line for
grant funding.
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DISCUSSION:
Memorial Field Borough Administrator Mike Ghassali

The BA gave an overview on tivemorial Field project It has been in development for over a year with
public input, costing about $50,000 so far for conceptual wHkkhas halted further planning until the
council decides on key factors: turf vs. natural grass and lights vs. no lights to avoid unnecessary spending

The town has $1.68 million in cash for field improvements, with another $500,000 expected in 2025, totaling
about $2.18 million without raising taxd3lanned spending this year includes $450,000 for Centennial Field
improvements$40,000 forCorraand Knickerbocker Field$300,000 for Beachwood Field improvements
$135,000 for environmental testing and annual maintenahiter these expenses, $1.25 million will remain

in the fund.

Without raising taxes, the town can afford a $5.8 million project, financed with $1.2 million down payment
from the fund, $4.6 million bond over 15 years, resulting in no tax increase. To fund a $7.9 million project
(adding lights, playground equipmenb d coachés box), taxes would inc
annually.

The BA gave a cost comparison on the different types of figlad Field: $2.8 million initial cost, $3.47
million in maintenance over 10 years and Natural Grass: $2.35 million initial cost, $3.35 million in
maintenance over 10 years. The difference is mainly due to drainage costs required for both options.

Tonight, hie council needs to decide ©arf vs. Natural Grass and Lights vs. No Lights. If approved, the next
steps include introducing a bond ordinance in April, approving it in May, and seeking public input throughou

The councildiscussedunding and design options for a sports field project, weighing choices between natural
grass and artificial turf, as well as the potential inclusion of field lighting. The CFO determined that $5.8
million is the spending ceiling without requiring additsd tax increasesThediscussion centered aroutick
financial implications, longerm maintenance costs, and environmental concerns of each option. They also
touched on the possibility of securing grants, donations, or sponsorships for an ADA playground. The count
members agreedith artificial turf, except Councilman Ruoc@ho was opposed to this type of field. The
decision wago move forward with the projeetith the knowledge that thegre split on key decisions, such

as turf type and the inclusion of lighfurther deliberation to finalize ¢hscope and funding approasfi be
needed as this project moves forward.

The Mayor then moved the discussion to lights for the figlde Mayor boked to the council for a show of
handsas towho was in favor of installing lights. Councilmembers Trochimiuk, Mazkaeng and Fox
raised their hands while Councilmembers Colletti, Osso and Ruocco were opposed.

The council discussed the proposal to install lights at Memorial Field as part of a broader project to improve
town facilities.There's strong support for capping the overall cost at $6 million, due to rising costs in other
areas (e.g., health insurance, taxes) and a need to prioritizeelom§nancial flexibility. There was @ush

to install lights eventually but with varying perspectives.

Therewassome optimism about future revenues (e.g., from redevelopment projects) which could help fund
the field, but others caution against relying too heavily on projected revenue that may not materialize on tim
The uncertainty of these future revengeems to alsmfluence the decisicmaking processSome
members view this project as part of a broader
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becoming a "gem" in the community, just like the pool. There's an emphasis on attracting young families an
boosting the town's desirability and real estate value through amenities liKehthidiscussion revealed a

divide in opinion: some council members and residents supported adding lights to enhance usability for spc
and community events, making the town more attractive to families and boosting property values. Others
opposed the liglstdue to concerns over costs, potential environmental and hisk#thand neighborhood
impacts. A middle-ground option was proposed: installing conduits for future lighting during the initial
construction, avoiding the high cost of adding foundations now while keeping the option open. This option
was seen as a prudent step, ensuring flexibility witiktommitting to full lighting installation immediately.

Mayor Sheinfield approachete decision from an economic standpoint, emphasizing the burden that
increased taxes and potential future costs could place on residents. The mention of the ta& icoupdese
with the 4.7% to 4.9% increase in the following yeaeinforces the concerrabout affordability for average
households. Despite those concehesand the council seemegen to a compromise by supporting the
installation of conduits for future lighting, which would allow flexibility without committtoghe full cost of
lights right now. Based on this information, the mayeould vote not in favor of the lights.

With this information, the BA presented Resolution 25102 for a vote regarding the Memorial Field Project.

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The BA summarized thahe proposed budget for the project, emphasizing that the $5.8 million figure is a cay
but not a final number. The amount could change depending on the bidding process and other factors, like
type of turf and grants available. The optional altefhaach as the $200,000 for the coach'sdadx

Councilmani Robert Colletti Jr.

He providedan update regardirte fire department’s activities. In January, the department responded to 31
calls, while in February, there were 21 calls, an increase ot@wupared to the same period last year. The
department's two rescue boats, Marine 1 and Marine 2, which were purchased in August 2023, have been
experiencing air pressure issues due to valve leaks. The issue is being addressed by Emergency Managen
DeputyRaymond D&roatand a local mechanic, with efforts underway to cover repairs under warranty with
the manufacturer, Mid\tlantic. Additionally, bloodborne pathogen and CPR certification testing has started
and will continue over the next few months. Chiafrell and Deputy Chief Kelly are also working on

applying for a Firehouse Subs Public Safety Foundation grant, which typically provides between $15,000 at
$20,000 in funding, with requests over $45,000 being denied. Lastly, the fire department wsitlsedule
