SUMMER DAY CAMP ANNOUNCEMENT 
 

 
 

The 2019 Hillsdale & River Vale Summer Day Camp is a joint full-day program combining 
Hillsdale and River Vale residents entering grades 1 – 9 in September 2019.  The program is 
comprised of three grade-based camps: Camp Pascack for children entering grades 1 - 4; Camp 

Adventure for children entering grades 5 - 6; and Field Trip Camp is for children entering grades 7 - 
9. 

 
Hillsdale & River Vale Summer Day Camp will be open to residents of Hillsdale, River Vale and 

non-resident students that attend St. Johns Academy in Hillsdale, NJ. 
 

Additionally, swim lessons for grades 1 - 6 will be provided at an additional cost during our time at 
camp.  This program is on a “first come, first serve” basis. Additional information can be obtained 

from Stonybrook Swim Club. 

 
Camp dates are Monday, July 1, 2019 through Friday, July 26, 2019.  Camp stars at 9:00 AM and 

ends at 3:00 PM.   
 

DROP OFF IS FROM 9:00 AM to 9:15 AM.  Camp does not begin until 9:00 AM and campers 

move to their first activity at approximately 9:15 AM.  Unless your child is registered in Before 
Care, please DO NOT drop your camper off early.  The camp is not properly staffed until this time 

and thus not responsible for you camper until camp begins. Early drop offs (prior to 9:00 AM) 

will be signed into Before Care and a charge will apply.  
 

Camp ends at 3:00 PM. Campers move to their pick-up location at approximately 2:45 PM (Actual 
pick up time from 2:45 PM to 3:00 PM).  Late pickups (after 3:00 PM) will be signed into After 
Care. Please note a 15-minute leeway (Please note this is a TIME CHANGE from last year) is 

given as a courtesy. Pick-Up after 3:15 PM will result in a charge. If you are picking up a camper 
early, please arrive before 2:40 PM.  After 2:40 PM, campers are beginning the transition to end of 

day pickup and Attendance is not available for camper sign out. 
 

A grace period of 15 minutes is allotted for afternoon pick up only.  However, please note, camp 
ends at 3:00 pm.  The grace period is provided as a courtesy and should only be used in the case of 

an emergency (not on a daily basis).  Any camper picked up after 3:15 pm (grace period) will be 

charged for a full day of After Care.  Repeat use of grace period may also result in a charge.  

 
We also offer Before Care starting at 8:00 am and After Care ending at 6:00 pm. Campers 

attending Before Care should not be dropped off prior to 8:00 AM.  Campers attending After Care 

must be picked up by 6:00 PM.  There is a surcharge for pick-ups after 6:00 pm. Repeat lateness 

(after 6:00) may result in a loss of After Care use.  We are not staffed and do not have 

permission to be in the school after 6:00 PM.     
 
All camps will be held at school in the event of a rained-out trip.  There will be no Rainy-Day 

schedule for Adventure Camp and/or Field Trip Camp; campers will use the school for movies and 
free time.  Field trips will not be rescheduled for any reason.    



 

 
Visits to Stonybrook Swim Club and outdoor field trips may also be cancelled due to rain; camp 

will be held at their regularly assigned location.   
 

In case of bad weather or if the weather looks doubtful on Stonybrook mornings/trip days, you can 
call the camp office after 7:30 a.m. and listen to the recording to find out the most updated 

information. Please do not call the Borough.  
 
If it begins raining heavily while at Stonybrook, campers may be shuttled by bus and/or walked to 

their regularly assigned school.  You can call the camp office and listen to the recording to find out 
the most updated information/changes.  Please do not call the Borough. 

 
Other points of interest: There is no transportation available to and from camp, although field trip 

transportation from the school to the field trip and back is included in the fees.  Lunch is not 
provided, unless otherwise noted for specific field trips.  

 

A newsletter of events will be provided weekly.  All camp related newsletters/updates will be 

sent out electronically.  Please ensure your Community Pass email is updated. If you do not 

receive a newsletter week 1, please contact the camp office to verify your email address.  
 
Please read every page thoroughly as some of our programs and policies have changed from past 

years.   
 

All registration is done online at https://register.communitypass.net.  If you do not have the 
ability to register online, please visit the Hillsdale recreation department and register in person 
(with the use of a borough computer), Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, 9 AM – 2 PM.  Please 

note, while you may register online, payment (if paying via check or cash), proof of residency, 
current health records, and a recent photo will still need to be mailed to/delivered to the recreation

Registration Information 

 

Registration is April 15, 2019 – May 7, 2019.  Anyone that registers May 8, 2019 or thereafter will have 

to pay a late fee of $50. Registration has been extended and the late fee has been reduced from $100, so 

there will be absolutely no exceptions. 

 

Two Registration Methods: 
 

1. Online at https://register.communitypass.net  

The web address must be typed exactly as it reads above. 
 

2. In person at Hillsdale Borough Hall. If you do not have the ability to register online, please visit the 
Hillsdale recreation department and register in person (with the use of a borough computer), Monday, 
Wednesday, and Friday, 9 AM – 2 PM.

❑ Physical form from within the past year - *Hillsdale Residents Only: Free physicals available from 

the Hillsdale Board of Health.  For more information, contact 201-666-4800 x1525. 
 

Additional Notes: 
 
Paperwork will not be returned 
 
Campers with incomplete paperwork/payments (including late fees) will be withdrawn after June 15th.  
Campers will need to be reregistered (with complete packets only) and a late fee will apply.  You may also 
voluntarily withdraw a camper from camp PRIOR to June 15th at no charge.  After June 15th the entire 
charge will apply (NO refunds will be given after June 15, 2019).   
 

Campers may ONLY be registered in person at the Borough Hall (Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, 9 

AM – 2 PM) AFTER June 15th.  Due to increasing camp numbers, last minute sign ups often result in the 
need for last minute hires (in order to ensure our low ratios).  IF signing your camper up after June 15th, 
camper may not be able to start until an additional staff member has been hired. You will be made aware of 
this when signing your camper up in person at the Borough Hall.  Please note, in the event of a late start 
date, no discount will be offered.

No pre-registration refers to additional registrations placed June 16th –July 26th.    Please note starting June 
16th you may ONLY register by day.  This layout is to encourage parents to register early.  Late registration 
causes last minute paperwork updating and arrangements to find additional staff.   
 
You may voluntarily withdraw a camper from Before Care and After Care PRIOR to June 15th at no charge.  
After June 15th the entire Before Care and After Care charge will apply (NO refunds will be given after June 

15, 2019).  Please note, Before Care and After Care dates may not be “swapped” for any reason.  Dates are 
not interchangeable for any reason.
